Bridges: This month, we are photographing bridges and there are some excellent
suggestions online about this topic. Here are some key tips I found. 

1. Use framing and bracketing to overcome contrast since bridges often have a 
wide rage of contrasts with lights, traffic and shadowy areas when shooting at 
night.  Adjust your camera angle to overcome some of the brightest glares.

2. Go wide to include more of the bridge: Since a bridge is large, consider a wide 
angle lens to fully capture all that the bridge has to offer.  SLR Lounge

3. Early morning or late evening light will highlight textures and warmth to the 
scene but don’t overlook bright days either as strong shadows will make 
statues and other detail stand out from the walls.
